(Non-Examined Assessment - NEA)
The exam boards prevent us from reviewing 
the marking of any individual A-level or 
GCSE coursework at this stage.  A review of 
marking process was available when the 
marks were released to students in 
April/May 2024 if students wished to query 
their internally moderated marks before 
they were sent to the exam board.  Once 
received by the exam board, they also 
carried out an external moderation of a 
sample of our work to confirm the final 
marks.  This process includes the EPQ 
(Extended Project Qualification).

• Reviewers will NOT remark the script, they will only act to correct 
errors identified in the original marking 

• Review to be completed within 15 calendar days of the awarding 
body receiving the request. 

• It is advisable to inform your university that you have requested a 
review of marking as they may be able to keep a place open until 
the review has been completed. The awarding body will advise 
UCAS of any grade change arising from a review.

• Outcome will be sent to your College email address
